Grooming the Greens 

Throughout spring and summer, 

our greens will be lightly groomed 

about once every three weeks. 

Grooming your greens is important 

because the process keeps greens 

smooth and more consistent. It 

reduces grain and removes excess 

top growth.  It also helps ensure 

healthy grass by reducing the 

possibility of disease and fungus 

developing in the greens. 

The most effective means of 

grooming the putting surface is 

verticutting.  To do this, the greens 

mower is fitted with thin, tightly 

spaced blades that cut vertically 

into the turf.  The blades are set 

shallowly so that they just nick the 

turf's surface.  In most cases the 

depth is about 1/8 of an inch or 

3.125mm.   

 

We ask for your patience when 

this work is done. 

 

Course Slope and Scratch Ratings 

What is the difference between a 

Scratch and Slope Rating? 

The Slope Rating is a measure of 

how much the difficulty of a 

course increases for the handicap 

golfer. The Slope Rating 

determines how many handicap 

strokes you get from a specific set 

of tees. The Scratch Rating is what 

your score is compared against 

when it’s processed for 

handicapping.

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Is the Slope Rating of a set of tees 

the true measure of its difficulty? 

Slope is an equalizing factor for 

the handicap golfer. A far more 

accurate measure of the difficulty 

of a set of tees is its Scratch 

Rating. 

How is a Slope Rating 

determined? 

Your State Association’s expert 

course raters have determined a 

Scratch Rating for each set of tees 

at your course. (A Scratch Rating 

is the evaluation of the normal 

playing difficulty of a set of tees 

for a player with a handicap of 

zero.) Under the new rating 

system, the raters have also 

determined a Bogey Rating for 

each set of tees at your course. (A 

Bogey Rating is the evaluation of 

the normal playing difficulty of a 

set of tees for a player with a 

women’s handicap of 

approximately 24 or a men’s 

handicap of approximately 20.) 

The Slope Rating is the measure of 

the difference between the Bogey 

Rating and the Scratch Rating. In 

effect, the Slope Rating is 

measuring the rate at which gross 

scores deteriorate from a set of 

tees as the ability of the players 

decreases.
